This is correspondence of Tuesday October 31, 2006 phone conversation of the

Monday October 30, 2006 incident between my daughter and Mr. Jeff Hydon her drivers education instructor.  This is an account that was recorded shortly after the phone call ended.

Note: As my daughter got into the car Monday night, she told me of what had happened.  She had been crying and she was visibly upset.  As we were driving I questioned her of her involvement trying to determine the validity of her story.  I suggested turning around and going back to discuss this matter with Mr. Hydon.  She pleaded with me to not turn around that it would only make things harder for her when she had to go back.  She said she did not want to make a big deal about it and that she was too upset to talk about it then.  Against my better judgment, I decided to honor my daughter’s wishes and continue home.
I contacted Mr. Jeff Hydon at about 2 pm on Tuesday October 31, 2006.  I called to inquire of what had transpired the night before.  I told him that we had spoken to our daughter Christina and she told us of her experience.  I asked him of what his opinion of what had happened.  
*His response was that Christina was talking and had been extremely disruptive during class (with a strong tone).
*My response was that I had spoken with a couple of other kids in the class and that (in their opinion) this was not the case.

Note: These girls were waiting outside the classroom and heard the conversation.  My daughter had told me that Autumn (the girl that she was engaged in talking with in class) was waiting as well and she told Christina that she wasn’t the one talking and that she herself was the one talking that “she should have been the one getting yelled at.”
*His response was “well it takes two to have a talk”.
*I asked him if there was a reason that he singled Christina out to speak to her and felt like he needed to use such a strong tone with her.
*His response was “If you’re going to soft pedal these kids you’re not going to get the needed results”.  He said that he was strong and direct so he could get his point across.  He than began to speak about her being “out of district” and that it was a “privilege for her to be in this class.”  She needed to feel privileged and have a higher standard of performance because she was allowed in.  He also stated that this was his stance and that I wasn’t going to change him on that.
*Completely taken back from both the tone and manner in which he spoke to me, I responded, “So because my daughter is from out of the district she has higher expectations on her then the other students?”

*He responded, “Yes. More is expected because it was a privilege for her to even be in the class (and he added something about my wife pleading to get her in).
Note: We found out about a possible opening in the class because we had heard that someone who was originally enrolled had decided not to attend.  At that time my wife had contacted Mr. Hydon to find out if Christina could have the spot once he had confirmed that this student was not going to attend.  Once confirmed, it was decided that if we could get our payment in, he would accept her into the class.  The only reason we even pursued enrolling our daughter in the Potterville drivers education class was because she preferred taking the class with friends and that the class only met on Mondays (once a week).  She already has prior commitments during other days of the week.  We drive about 20 or 25 minutes to drop her off and again to pick her up.  It is actually a slight inconvenience and sacrifice for us to have her in the class (both in time and gas money).  
*I responded, “I’m sorry, I am a little taken back.  I am not used to a teacher speaking to me in this manner and this was not the kind of response I was going for.  Maybe we should meet in person to discuss this matter.
*His response was (in, again, another strong tone), “Are there any more questions?”

*My response (again, in great shock), “Are you kidding me?  Is this the way you speak to all of the parents you have to deal with?”

*No response followed because Mr. Hydon had hung up on me.
