Ephesians 3:20 KJV Now unto him that is able to do exceeding abundantly above all that we ask or think, according to the power that worketh in us….

You are building your inner kingdom to attract “things” into your outer kingdom. What happens in your mind happens in time. Dreams are like setting your GPS for a certain destination. It will guide you there, but you still have to follow the directions it gives you.  

Hebrews 11:1 AMP Now faith is the assurance (the confirmation, the title deed) of the things [we] hope for, being the proof of things [we] do not see and the conviction of their reality [faith perceiving as real fact what is not revealed to the senses]. 

Jeremiah 33:3 MSG 'Call to me and I will answer you. I'll tell you marvelous and wondrous things that you could never figure out on your own.' Beware of “dream stealers.” They aren’t labeled as violent criminals—they are nice people who can cause a whole lot of damage. They are everywhere—on the job, in the neighborhood, at the local hang out, on television, the radio, in pulpits—sometimes even in your own home. 

Matthew 10:17a KJV But beware of men…. In Australia, there is an expression called “Tall Poppy Syndrome.” If you grow too tall, others will become jealous and try to cut you down to size. Fidel Castro came to power promising, “universal health care,” criticizing the wealthy, making all kinds of promises to the least productive. He was a hero at first, but soon, most of the people were poor and Castro was leading one of the poorest, most oppressed nations on earth. Share your dreams with dream builders—upbeat, successful people. Beware of people…jealous, arrogant, sarcastic, small thinking, and scarcity thinking people. They are the dream stealers.
