Faith Declarations Based On God’s Promises Of Wealth

· Because I seek first the Kingdom of God and His righteousness, He lavishes on me everything I need - Matthew 6:33, and daily loads me with blessings and benefits - Psalm 68:19, and no good thing does He withhold from me - Psalm 84:11. 

· My God supplies all my needs according to His riches in glory by Christ Jesus - Philippians 4:19. I give generously, and as a result, it is given unto me, good measure, pressed down, shaken together, and running over. - Luke 6:38. The Lord is causing me to inherit riches and is filling my house with treasures – Proverbs 8:20-22.
